DDNA SCORE CARD PROCEDURE

Every week, the score sheet must be filled out correctly in order to ensure players are registered, qualified for finals and so teams avoid having premiership points deducted.

1. If a player is on the list and is not playing, you need to do nothing – do not cross their name out!
2. Any player playing up must be written underneath the existing list of players, with:
              (i)	“P/U”
              (ii)	Their full name
              (iii)	The section and team they are from (e.g. 17/1 Roses)
3. New players must already be registered and written under the list of names, with:
              (i)	“NEW”
              (ii)	Their full name
              (iii)	Their Date of Birth and address
              (iv)	Their Netball Victoria State Membership Registration Number (if applicable)
4. Players who have purchased a Single Game Voucher must be written under the list of names with their full name plus “SGV”. This voucher must be purchased from the office duty manager BEFORE the game!
5. There should be a maximum of 7 players ticked per quarter. Not every player present.
6. As a goal is scored, cross through the relevant number under “Progressive Score”, place a mark (“I”) in the box beside the GS or GA who scored the goal (in the relevant game quarter) and then write down who has the next alternating Centre Pass in the boxes under “Centre Passes”.
7. Scores must be tallied at the end of each quarter, in the boxes allocated. This is not a running tally but the total of each team each quarter. The final score is then added up and written in the single box marked “Tot.”.
[bookmark: _GoBack]8. The score sheet must be signed by scorers, team captains and umpires before being brought back up to the office at the conclusion of the game.

9. Any official warnings, suspensions or players ordered off must be recorded by the scorer in the section provided at the bottom of the score sheet. Clarification from the umpires may be sought.


· Doncaster & Districts Netball Association will provide the official score sheet
· Each team shall supply a non-participating scorer for all matches
· It is the first named team’s responsibility to pick up and hand back the score sheet to the Office Duty Manager and also their responsibility to score the match.
· The scorers must stand together for the duration of the match, on the sideline, level with the centre circle
· One premiership point will be deducted for an incomplete score sheet
· Two premiership points will be deducted for failure to hand in the score sheet
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[image: ]Place each goal scored in the box next to the person who shot it.
This is where a record is kept of players who receive official warnings, suspensions or are ordered off. Umpires will direct scorers to make these notes.
Both scorers and captains and umpires must sign the score sheet.

Write on the score sheet under the other names, with “P/U” and the team they’re from.

Cross through each number as the goal is scored.
New Player
Write ‘NEW’ and all of their details.

Do nothing for an absent player.
Place a tick beside players’ names for each quarter they play.
This information will already be printed.
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
